Journal Prompts (PICK ONE!)

2.​ Which characters change and which do not? How is character change important 

in the story?  
3.​ What lesson does this story teach about life? How does it teach it? 
4.​ What does the story mean to you? Why? 
5.​ Did the author keep you interested? How or why?
